New Delhi, the 5th December, 2018

No. SD-17/113/2017-E&PW.—In pursuance of the decision of the Cabinet in its meeting held on
10" October 2018, the National Council for Vocational Education and Training is hereby notified as follows:

(a) The National Council for Vocational Education and Training constituted under paragraph 2 will subsume
the existing National Council for Vocational Training and the National Skill Development Agency.

(b) The National Council for Vocational Education and Training shall be entrusted with the development,
qualitative improvement and regulation of vocational education and training, for granting recognition to and
monitoring the functioning of awarding bodies, assessment agencies, skill information providers, and training
bodies, and to perform other incidental functions as specified in this Resolution.
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CHAPTER 1
PRELIMINARY
1. Definitions.—For the purpose of this Resolution, unless the context otherwise requires, —

(1) “accreditation” means a process by which an awarding body recognizes a training body to offer an
affiliated course;

(i1) “affiliation” means the process by which an awarding body allows a training body to offer a specific
course that is certified by the awarding body;

(iii) “agreement” means an agreement made between the Council and the awarding bodies, assessment
agencies, or skill related information providers pursuant to which recognition is granted to them as referred to
in paragraph 20 of the Resolution;

(iv) “applicant” means a person who makes an application for recognition with the Council under paragraph
25 of the Resolution;

(v) “assessment agency” means a person which tests or conducts examinations to assess whether a trainee has
met the requirements necessary to be certified as qualified with respect to a skill or qualification;

(vi) “awarding body” means a person which awards or which proposes to award certification for a skill or a
qualification;

(vii) “Council” means the National Council for Vocational Education and Training constituted under
paragraph 2 of the Resolution and all references to the National Council as defined in sub-section (I) of
section 2 of the Apprentices Act, 1961 (52 of 1961) shall be construed accordingly;

(viii) “Chairperson” means the Chairperson of the Council;
(ix) “Executive Member” means the Executive Member of the Council;

(x) “inspection” means examination of a recognized body or a training body or a Skills University in order to
ensure compliance with the conditions of the agreement pursuant to which recognition has been granted or
may be granted, and includes collection of any information, including documents, samples, records from any
office or premise (including training bodies) or database for such purpose;

(xi) “Member” means an Executive Member, Non-Executive Member, Nominated Member of the Council,
and includes the Chairperson;

(xii) “Non-Executive Member”” means the Non-Executive Member of the Council;

(xiii) “notification” means a notification published in the Official Gazette, and the expression “notify” shall be
construed accordingly;

(xiv) “person” includes,—

(a) an individual,

(b) a Hindu undivided family;

(c) a Company;

(d) a trust;

(e) a partnership firm;

(f) a limited liability partnership company;

(g) a registered society;

(h) an association of persons or body of individuals whether incorporated or not;

(i) any agency, branch or office owned or controlled by any of the persons mentioned in clauses (a) to

(h);

(xv) “qualification” or “skill” means a qualification or skill in respect of which the Council has approved a
qualification package;

(xvi) “recognized assessment agency” means a person who is a party to an agreement granting recognition
with the Council as per sub-paragraph (6) of paragraph 25, and which is permitted to test or conduct
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examinations to assess whether a trainee has met the requirements to be certified as qualified by a recognized
awarding body;

(xvii) “recognized awarding body” means a person which enters into an agreement granting recognition with
the Council as per sub-paragraph (6) of paragraph 25, and which is permitted to award certification for a
qualification or a skill by accrediting training bodies and for regulating their conduct;

(xviii) “recognized skill related information provider” means a skill related information provider who agrees
to provide information relating to recognized bodies, accredited training bodies and their consumers, their
performance and quality, on a publicly accessible electronic platform as per the agreement for recognition;

(xix) “recognized body” includes a recognized awarding body, recognized assessment agency or recognized
skill related information provider, as the case may be;

(xx) “trainee” means a person who enrolled with an accredited training body with the purpose of receiving an
award from the recognized awarding body;

(xxi) “training body” means a person who accredited with a recognized awarding body for providing training
with respect to qualifications and skills;

(xxii) “recognition of prior learning” means assessment and certification of individuals with prior learning
experience or skills;

(xxiii) “Skills University” means a university or an institute established or incorporated under a central, state
or provincial statute, and recognized by the Council for providing or developing advanced vocational
education and training programs and for conducting research and development in skill education and training;

(xxiv) “Vocational Education and Training” means all skill development programs, both long-term and short-
term, apprenticeship training and recognition of prior learning, certified by the Council but not covered by the
All India Council for Technical Education Act, 1987 (52 of 1987), the University Grants Commission Act,
1956 (3 of 1956), or by any other law for time being in force.

CHAPTER II

ESTABLISHMENT OF NATIONAL COUNCIL FOR VOCATIONAL EDUCATION AND
TRAINING

2. Constitution of the Council.—(1) There shall be constituted, for the purposes of this Resolution, a Council
to be called as the National Council for Vocational Education and Training.

(2) The Council shall consist of minimum of six Members and a maximum of ten Members, which are as
follows, namely: —

(a) a Chairperson to be appointed by the Central Government;
(b) two or more persons — Executive Members to be appointed by the Central Government;

(c) two or more persons' — Non-Executive Members to be appointed by the Central
Government; and

(d) one person to be nominated by the Central Government.
(3) The number of Executive Members shall not exceed half of the strength of the Council.
(4) The Head office of the Council shall be at such place as may be decided by the Central Government.

3. Qualifications for appointment as a Chairperson and other Members.— (1) The Chairperson and other
members of the Council shall be appointed from amongst persons of ability, integrity and standing, who have
special knowledge of, and such professional experience of not less than fifteen years in business management,
human resource management, skill development, higher education, public administration or related fields:

PROVIDED that a person who is, or has been, in the service of Government shall not be appointed as a

(a) Chairperson, unless such person has held the post of Secretary/ Additional Secretary to the
Government of India or any equivalent post in the Central Government or the State Government; or
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(b) Executive Member, unless such person has held the post of Additional Secretary to the Government
of India or Joint Secretary to the Government of India or any equivalent post in the Central
Government or the State Government.

(2) A person shall be disqualified for being appointed or nominated, as the case may be as a Member, if he —

(a) is an executive director or employee of an awarding body, an assessment agency, a vocational
training institute, or any other person directly or indirectly regulated by the Council;

(b) is not a fit and proper person;
(c) is a sitting Judge of a Court of law or a sitting member of a statutory Tribunal;

(d) is a Member of Parliament, State legislature, a Local Legislature under Part VIII of the
Constitution of India, a Panchayat or a Municipality;

(e) has already served for ten years as a Member of the Council;

(f) has already served as the Chairperson of the Council; or

(g) is sixty-two years of age or more.

Explanation. —For the purpose of this paragraph, “fit and proper person” means a person with, —
(1) financial integrity;
(i) good reputation and character; and
(iii) absence of any conviction for an offence involving moral turpitude.

4. Method of appointment. — (1) The Chairperson and other Members of the Council other than the
Member nominated by the Central Government shall be appointed by the Central Government on the
recommendation of a Selection Committee, which shall consist of —

(a) Cabinet Secretary — Chairperson;

(b) Secretary, Ministry of Skill Development and Entrepreneurship — Member;
(c) Secretary, Department of Personnel & Training — Member;

(d) Two independent experts — Member.

(2) The independent experts referred to in sub-paragraph (1) shall be appointed by the Central Government
from persons of repute in the fields of public administration, vocational education and training, human
resource management, economics, or business management.

(3) The Selection Committee shall for the purposes of selecting the Chairperson and Members of the Council,
except Nominated Member, recommend at least two to three persons for every vacancy to be considered for
appointment by the Central Government.

(4) The Central Government shall-appoint the Members of the Council from such panel recommended by the
Selection Committee.

(5) The Selection Committee shall determine its procedure for making its recommendation.

5. Terms of office and conditions of service of Members.—(1) The Members excluding Nominated
Member, shall hold office as such for a term of five years or until the age of sixty-five years, whichever is
earlier.

(2) The terms of appointment of Members and other conditions of service shall be such as may be determined
by the Central Government.

(3) While determining the terms of appointment of Members, the Central Government shall consider the
requirements of,—

(a) independence of the Council; and
(b) requisite talent and expertise to the Council.
(4) The terms on which a Member is appointed shall not be varied to their disadvantage after appointment.

6. Executive Member.— (1) The Executive Member shall be whole-time Member of the Council.
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(2) The Council may permit in writing, an Executive Member to undertake such honorary work as is not likely
to interfere with his duty as an Executive Member.

7. Resignation.— (1) A Member may, by notice in writing under his hand addressed to the Central
Government, resign his office at any time:

Provided that the Member shall, unless he is permitted by the Central Government to relinquish his
office sooner, continue to hold office until the expiry of three months from the date of receipt of such notice or
until a person duly appointed as his successor enters upon his office, whichever is the earliest.

(2) If the Central Government appoints a person prior to the expiry of the three months referred to sub-
paragraph (1), the Council shall pay the salary of the outgoing Member for the remaining period of the three
months.

8. Removal of Members.— (1) The Central Government, on receipt of a written complaint, may by order,
remove a Member from office if the Member has,—

(i) been adjudged as an insolvent;

(i) been convicted of an offence which, in the opinion of the Central Government involves moral
turpitude;

(iii) been engaging in any employment during the tenure of appointment, in violation of the terms and
conditions of service;

(iv) acquired any financial or other interest as is likely to affect prejudicially the functions as a Member;
(v) failed to adequately disclose any direct or indirect pecuniary interest;

(vi) made any material misrepresentation to the Selection Committee;

(vii) abused the position as to render continuance in office prejudicial to the objectives of the Council;
(viii) become physically incapable of discharging the duties; or

(ix) been declared of unsound mind

Provided that where a Member is proposed to be removed on any ground specified above, the
Member shall be informed of the charges against him and given an opportunity of being heard in respect of
those charges;

(2) On receipt of a complaint under sub-paragraph (1), the Central Government shall constitute an Inquiry
Committee to inquire the complaint.

9. Casual Vacancies.—The Central Government shall fill a vacancy on the Council, —

(a) where the casual vacancy reduces the strength of the Council below the minimum strength, within
fifteen days from the date on which the vacancy arises; and

(b) in all other cases, within one hundred and eighty days from the date on which the vacancy arises.

10. Meetings of the Council.— (1) The Council shall meet at such times and places and shall observe such
rules of procedure in regard to the transaction of business at its meetings (including the quorum at meetings)
as may be provided in the bye-laws, framed by it.

(2) The Chairperson, or, if for any reason he is unable to attend any meeting, any other Executive Member
authorized by the Chairperson and in the absence of both, any other Member chosen by the Members present
at such meeting shall preside at the meeting.

(3) All questions which come up before any meeting of the Council shall be decided by a majority of the votes
of the Members present and voting and in the event of an equality of votes, the Chairperson, or in his absence,
the person presiding, shall have and exercise a second or casting vote.

(4) The Council shall designate an officer of the Council responsible for maintaining and publishing all
records of every meeting.

(5) The records shall be published by the Council as may be determined by the Central Government.
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(6) The Council shall lay down in its bye-laws the categories of records which can be published after a delay
and the bye-laws shall contain the time-frame within which such records shall be published.

Explanation. — In this paragraph, “records” mean the agenda, proposals, and decisions taken at a meeting,
and includes the votes of each Member.

11. Conduct of Members.— (1) Any Member who has any direct or indirect interest in any matter likely to
come up for consideration at a meeting of the Council shall, as soon as possible, after the relevant
circumstances have come to the knowledge of that Member, disclose the nature of his interest to the Council.

(2) Every disclosure made by such Member shall be recorded in the proceedings of the meeting of the Council
at which the matter comes up for discussion and that Member shall recuse from any deliberation or decision of
the Council with respect to that matter.

12. Validity of proceedings not affected.—No act or proceeding of the Council shall be declared invalid
merely by reason of, —

(a) any vacancy or defect, in the constitution of the Council;
(b) any defect in the appointment of a Member; or
(c) any violation of the bye-laws of the Council not affecting the merits of the decision.

13. Delegation by the Council.—(1) The Council shall have the power to make bye-laws delegating the
functions of the Council to the Chairperson or any other Member or employee of the Council, subject to any
condition that may be provided in the bye-laws.

(2) Unless provided otherwise in the Resolution, the Chairperson is the Chief Executive Officer of the Council
having powers of general direction and control in respect of all administrative matters of the Council.

14. Employees of the Council.—(1) The Council may appoint such employees, as considered necessary for
the efficient discharge of its functions.

(2) The Council shall have the power to make bye-laws on the procedure of selection, terms, compensation
and conditions of the appointment and conditions of service of such employees.

15. Business which the Council may not transact.—(1) Except in the pursuit of its objectives under this
Resolution or under any other law for the time being in force, the Council shall not, —

(a) purchase any capital, including any shares of any bank or of any other person or grant loans against
such capital or shares; or

(b) advance money on the mortgage or otherwise against the collateral of immovable property or
documents of title relating to such immovable property or become the owner of immovable property.

(2) The provisions of clause (b) of sub-paragraph (1) shall not prevent the Council from acquiring or holding
property necessary for its business or residential premises for its use.

CHAPTER III
FUNCTIONS AND POWERS OF THE COUNCIL
16. Functions of the Council.— (1) The Council shall:—
(a) recognize, monitor, discipline and de-recognize awarding bodies;
(b) recognize, monitor, discipline and de-recognize assessment agencies;
(c) recognize, monitor, discipline and de-recognize skill related information providers;

(d) recognize Skills Universities as a separate category of bodies for providing advanced vocational
education and training programmes and conducting research and development in skill education and
training;

(e) create and monitor, a system of redressing grievances against recognized bodies;

(f) frame guidelines for the approval of qualification packages, and approve qualification packages in
the manner set out in such guidelines;
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(g) frame guidelines for the conditions of recognition and functioning of awarding bodies, including
their roles and responsibilities with respect to training bodies, consumer of such services, and
assessment agencies and consequences for violations of such conditions;

(h) frame guidelines for training and certification of trainers by awarding bodies;

(i) frame guidelines for the conditions of recognition and functioning of assessment agencies, including
their roles and responsibilities with respect to training bodies, consumer of such services, and
awarding bodies and consequences for violations of such conditions;

(j) frame guidelines for the conditions of recognition and functioning of skill related information
providers, including their roles and responsibilities with respect to consumer of such services and
consequences for violations of such conditions;

(k) frame broad guidelines, in consultation with the Central Government, to lay down basic minimum
standards or norms for recognition as Skills University;

(1) frame guidelines, if required, for the manner in which fees and charges that recognized bodies may
impose on consumer of such services should be determined, and the adequate disclosure of fees and
charges levied by recognized bodies;

(m) enter into agreements with awarding bodies, assessment agencies and skill related information
providers in order to enforce the conditions of recognition and ensure their functioning in
compliance with guidelines framed by the Council;

(n) disseminate information regarding awarding bodies, assessment agencies, training bodies and their
activities pursuant to the agreement granting recognition;

(o) frame guidelines regarding the protection of personal information of trainees by recognized bodies
and the proper means of disclosure as per the agreements granting recognition;

(p) frame guidelines and bye-laws for the protection of commercially sensitive information of
recognized bodies;

(q) allow recognized awarding bodies, assessment agencies and training bodies to use the Council’s
logo and name in the manner to be set out in guidelines framed by the Council;

(r) disseminate information regarding the role and activities of the Council and the use of its name and
logo;

(s) seek necessary information from recognized bodies, and have regular audits and inspections of their
activities conducted to ensure their compliance with conditions of recognition and general
functioning imposed by the Council; and

(t) take all such steps as may be necessary or convenient for, or may be incidental to exercise of any
power or the discharge of any function conferred or imposed on it by this Resolution.

(2) The Council may, in agreements to be entered with awarding bodies, create rights and obligations for
training bodies as a condition of recognition of awarding bodies.

(3) The Council may, while giving recognition to any Skills University, allow it to carry out the same
functions as a recognized -awarding body, a training body, and a recognized assessment agency, subject to the
provisions of this Resolution.

17. Powers to regulate conflicts of interest.—(1) The Council may frame guidelines regarding conflicts of
interest including, —

(a) conflicts that to be avoided, and the manner in which recognized bodies shall avoid such conflicts;

(b) conflicts that to be resolved, and the manner in which recognized bodies shall resolve such conflicts;
and

(c) obligations of recognized bodies to report conflicts of interest to the Council along with information
regarding how such conflicts were avoided or resolved.

(2) The Council may frame guidelines to prevent or resolve conflicts of interest that may arise or exist due to
any activity of a recognized assessment agency or recognized awarding body as a training body.
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18. Power to grant dual recognition for awarding and assessment functions.—(1) No awarding body shall
be recognized for conducting assessments, and no assessment body shall be recognized as an awarding body
with respect to short-term training unless the requirements stated in sub-paragraph (2) are fulfilled.

(2) The guidelines for dual recognition for short-term training under this paragraph shall require,—

(a) additional requirements for recognition considering the potential risks arising from such persons
carrying out the functions of two recognized bodies;

(b) separation of personnel, systems, and managerial control of the functions of awarding certifications
for qualifications, and assessment of qualifications or skills;

(c) such financial requirement as a condition of recognition, as it thinks fit; and
(d) established track record of integrity and exceptional market reputation.

(3) Any recognition granted under sub-paragraph (1) shall be valid for a maximum period of three years, after
which such body shall demonstrate its eligibility by submitting a fresh application.

(4) For long-term training, the Council may grant recognition to the same body for carrying out the functions
of two recognized bodies, namely: —

(a) awarding certification for qualifications or skills; and
(b) assessment of qualifications or skills.
(5) The guidelines for dual recognition for long-term training under this paragraph shall require,—

(a) additional requirements for recognition considering the potential risks arising from such persons
carrying out the functions of two recognized bodies; and

(b) established track record of integrity and exceptional market reputation.

Explanation. — For removal of doubts, “long-term skilling” means any vocational training programme
undertaken for a year and above.

19. Powers of the Council to frame guidelines.— (1) The Council shall have the power to frame guidelines
in order to discharge the functions assigned to it under paragraph 16.

(2) The Council shall not frame guidelines that are retrospective in nature.
(3) The Council shall ensure before framing a guideline, —
(a) a draft of the guideline has been prepared;

(b) the draft of the guideline has been made available in public domain, and a minimum period of
twenty-one days has been given for public for their comments, along with an explanatory statement
of what the guideline intends to do, the precise mechanisms by which the guideline will achieve the
stated objective, and the costs and benefits of the requirements proposed in the draft guidelines;

(c) a generalized response, to the comments received on the draft guidelines during the period of
twenty-one days, and after the expiry of the said period, has been prepared; and

(d) comments received with regard to the draft guidelines, the responses, if any, of the staff of the
Council, and any changes proposed to the draft guidelines have been considered.

(4) The Council may approve the draft guidelines after due consideration with changes, or without any
changes, or disapprove the guidelines completely.

(5) The Council shall notify all guidelines approved by it.

(6) The Council shall frame guidelines on the fees to be charged by it for recognition of awarding bodies,
assessment agencies and skill related information providers after holding consultations with the Central
Government, in addition to the process stated in sub-paragraph (3).

20. Power of the Council to enter into agreements with recognized bodies.—(1) The Council may
recognize awarding bodies, assessment agencies and skill related information providers by entering into
agreements with them in the manner to be set out in the guidelines framed by it.
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(2) The Council may grant recognition to an awarding body or an assessment agency in respect of more than
one qualification or skill in the same agreement.

(3) No change shall be made to an agreement after such agreement has been entered into.
(4) The Council shall notify all agreements after such agreements are entered into.

21. Power of the Council to initiate legal proceedings for misuse of the Council’s name or logo.— (1)
The Council shall not allow any person to represent itself as a recognized body without entering into an
agreement with the Council.

(2) If the Council finds any person falsely representing themselves as recognized by the Council, it may
immediately initiate legal proceedings against such persons in order to seek, —

(a) monetary compensation for injury if any, caused as a result of such false representation to the
Council, recognized bodies or consumers of the services; and

(b) any other remedy available to it for preventing or deterring misuse or false representation of the
Council’s name and logo.

22. Power to redress grievances.—(1) In discharge of its function of redressing grievances referred to in
clause (e) of sub-paragraph (1) of paragraph 16, the Council may,—

(a) require recognized bodies to redress grievances of their respective aggrieved persons, including
payment of monetary compensation; and

(b) provide redress to aggrieved persons by itself against certain types of grievances relating to the
conduct of recognized bodies or training bodies.

(2) The Council shall frame guidelines regarding the system of grievance redressal by stating the obligations
of recognized bodies to redress grievances.

23. Power to take action for violation of agreement.—(1) The Council may issue directions and take action,
as it deems fit, for any violation of the agreement pursuant to which recognition has been granted.

(2) The Council shall frame guidelines regarding the circumstances in which directions referred to in sub-
paragraph (1) may be issued, the process to be followed, actions to be taken, upper limit of monetary penalties
that the Council, in consultation with the Central Government may impose for violation of an agreement.

(3) The agreement granting recognition, referred to in sub-paragraph (6) of paragraph 25, shall require
compliance with guidelines framed under this paragraph.

(4) All actions shall be taken by following the process specified in paragraph 28.

(5) All monetary penalties realized, including any monetary compensation realized under clause (a) of sub-
paragraph (2) of paragraph 21 shall be credited to the Consolidated Fund of India as soon as may be
practicable.

(6) The Council may also take any action referred to in paragraph 24.

24. Action for breach of agreement granting recognition.—The Council may take one or more of the
following actions against recognized bodies if they violate the terms of the agreement granting recognition,
namely: —

(1) private warning;
(2) public warning;
(3) directions to cease and desist certain activities;

(4) compensation or directions requiring specific performance towards trainees or consumer of the
services;

(5) impose penalties; and

(6) de-recognition of a recognized body, leading to termination of the agreement pursuant to which
recognition was granted.

Explanation.— For the removal of doubts,—
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(1) “private warning” means a communication issued by the Council to a recognized body informing the
body of its non-compliance or breach of any of the conditions of recognition, including the communication of
information relating to any consequences arising from such non-compliance or breach, and which is issued
solely to such recognized body, and not published or communicated by the Council to any other person.

(i1) “public warning” means a communication issued by the Council to a recognized body informing the
body of its non-compliance or breach of any of the conditions of recognition, including the communication of
information relating to any consequences arising from such non-compliance or breach, and which is published
by the Council in accordance with its guidelines or bye-laws.

25. Grant of recognition and other approvals.—(1) The Council shall grant recognition to an applicant,
if, —

(a) such person makes an application seeking recognition as a recognized body;

(b) the application conforms to the requirements stated in the guidelines framed under sub-paragraph
(2); and

(c) the applicant meets the eligibility requirements stated in the guidelines framed under sub-paragraph
2).
(2) The guidelines referred to in sub-paragraph (1) shall, inter alia, provide for, —
(a) the format of agreements to be entered into with recognized bodies;
(b) the process for submission and acknowledgement of applications;
(c) eligibility requirements;
(d) information to be submitted by applicants;
(e) the communication justifying the decisions for approving or rejecting applications; and
(f) rights of applicants whose application is rejected.

(3) The Council shall have the power to call for any information necessary, and to conduct inspections for the
purpose of determining an applicant’s eligibility with the conditions of recognition.

(4) If the Council proposes to recognize an applicant, it shall enter into an agreement granting recognition
with the applicant.

(5) A recognition, —
(a) shall take effect from a date as may be specified by the Council; and

(b) is subject to the recognized body’s compliance with the agreement granting recognition, and all
guidelines that form part of the agreement.

(6) All agreements granting recognition shall, inter alia, contain, —
(a) name of the person being recognized;
(b) period for which recognition is being granted by the Council;
(c) information and representations regarding eligibility provided by the recognized body;

(d) qualifications in respect of which the recognized body is allowed to use the name and logo of the
Council;

(e) continuing responsibilities of the recognized body regarding the maintenance and enforcement of
standards specified in the relevant guidelines;

(f) continuing responsibilities of the recognized body for the conduct of periodic inspections and audits
of ‘any of its accredited institutions or agents, as per the requirements specified in the relevant
guidelines;

(g) continuing responsibilities of the recognized body to address grievances against it as per the
requirements specified in the relevant guidelines;
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(h) processes by which the Council shall communicate with the recognized body including routine
communication, requests for information, notices of breach of the agreement, issue of directions and
imposition of penalties, as specified in the relevant guidelines.

(7) All requirements specified in agreements granting recognition shall be subject to this Resolution and
guidelines framed under it.

(8) The Council shall frame guidelines regarding the process for granting any other approvals which may be
required to grant in order to discharge its functions under this Resolution.

26. Process for surrender of recognition.—(1) A recognized body shall give notice to the Council that it
wishes to cease to be recognized by it.

(2) A recognized awarding body or recognized assessment agency shall give notice regarding its intent to
surrender recognition with respect to one or more qualifications or skills.

(3) The contents of a notice of surrender and the manner of communication of the notice shall be specified in
guidelines to be framed by the Council.

(4) In considering the notice received from a recognized body under this paragraph, the Council shall take into
account the need to avoid prejudice to consumers of the recognized body.

(5) The Council shall issue an order to the recognized body communicating its acceptance of the request for
surrender, any actions the recognized body is required to take for the protection of consumer of such services
prior to the effective date of surrender, and the date on which the agreement granting recognition to the
recognized body shall stand terminated, and such body shall cease to be a recognized body from such date.

27. Process for issuing notices.—(1) Any notice, including a show-cause notice shall be issued as per the
terms of the agreement pursuant to which recognition has been granted to the recipient of such notice.

(2) The Council shall frame guidelines regarding the issuance of notices, and such guidelines shall form a part
of the agreement granting recognition.

(3) All notices issued by the Council shall, —
(a) be in writing;

(b) state the action of the recognized body that is or may be in violation of the agreement granting
recognition;

(c) state any action that the Council proposes to take;

(d) describe the consequences of the proposed action;

(e) state any material that exists in support of the show cause notice;

(f) provide the time limit within which such notice shall be replied to; and

(g) provide the manner of replying to the notice, including whether replies are sought in person or
through written representations or both.

(4) The Council shall keep the contents of all notices confidential until the subject of the notice has been
satisfactorily resolved or closed.

28. Process for issuing orders.—(1) The Council shall issue orders as per the terms of the agreement
pursuant to which recognition has been granted to the recipient of such notice.

(2) The Council shall frame guidelines regarding the issuance of orders, and such guidelines shall form a part
of the agreement granting recognition.

(3) The Council may issue orders, —

(a) requiring recognized bodies to cease or desist from conducting one or more activities that violate the
agreement of recognition;

(b) requiring recognized bodies to ask their respective agents, employees or accredited institutions to
cease or desist from conducting one or more activities that violate the agreement of recognition;
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(c) requiring recognized bodies to provide redress to their respective consumers, in accordance with the
guidelines on grievance redress; and

(d) taking actions referred to in paragraph 24.

(4) If the Council proposes to impose a monetary penalty or payment of compensation to trainees or consumer
of such services, it shall consider the following factors while deciding on the quantum of penalty or
compensation, namely: —

(a) injury (injury includes financial or other injury) to trainees caused due to the violation;
(b) injury to other regulated bodies caused due to the violation;
(c) potential for further injury to trainees and regulated entities;
(d) whether the violation is of a repeated nature; and
(e) overall effect on the credibility of the regulated market.
(5) All orders issued by the Council shall, —
(a) be in writing;
(b) state the reasons for the order;
(c) state the material relied upon in making the order; and
(d) the right of the recognized body to have the order reviewed.

(6) All orders shall be signed by the Member of the Council designated to perform such function by the
Council.

(7) The Council shall publish all orders, except orders giving private warnings to recognized bodies.

29. Process for conducting inspections and audits.— (1) The Council may inspect or cause to be inspected
by any appropriate authority, a recognized body in order to ensure its compliance with the agreement pursuant
to which recognition has been granted.

(2) The Council shall frame guidelines with respect to the process for conducting inspections, communications
and notices regarding inspections that shall be sent to the recognized body, the format of inspection reports,
and the manner in which the recognized body may be required to take corrective action.

(3) The guidelines framed under this paragraph shall form a part of the agreement pursuant to which
recognition is granted.

(4) The guidelines shall provide details of,—
(a) notices of inspections to recognized bodies;

(b) the method by which inspections shall be conducted, and the rights and obligations of the inspector
and the recognized body;

(c) the manner in which the findings of the inspection shall be shared with the recognized body; and
(d) steps the recognized body shall take in order to co-operate fully with the inspection.
(5) The Council may, through guidelines framed under this paragraph,—

(a) state the manner in which it may engage an independent firm to conduct inspections or audits of
recognized bodies;

(b) state the manner in which it may require a recognized body to have its functions inspected or
audited by an independent firm; and

(c) state the circumstances in which it may require a recognized awarding body to inspect training
bodies accredited with it.

30. Process for disseminating information.—(1) The Council shall frame guidelines regarding information
which shall be made available to the public and the manner in which it will do so.
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(2) The Council may from time to time publish its analysis of different aspects of the functioning of the
vocational education sector, and may commission research with regard to the same.

(3) All research commissioned under this paragraph shall be published by the Council.

(4) The Council shall make best efforts to make information published by it accessible, including through
publication in different platforms and languages.

(5) Guidelines framed under this paragraph may require recognized bodies to provide information necessary
for the Council to discharge this function.

CHAPTER 1V
THE GENERAL BODY AND ADVISORY COMMITTEES

31. Constitution and role of General Body.—(1) There shall be constituted a General Body to advise the
Council in the discharge of its functions.

(2) The General Body shall consist of the following members, namely: —
(a) Minister of Skill Development and Entrepreneurship, as ex officio Chairperson;

(b) representatives from Ministry of Human Resource Development, Ministry of Labour and
Employment, and Ministry of Skill Development & Entrepreneurship;

(c) representatives of five State Governments, to serve on rotational basis, with new States to be
represented every three years; and

(d) two representatives from industrial sector to be nominated by the Central Government on rotation
basis for not more than three years.

(3) The General Body shall hold at least two meetings in a year.

(4) Any advice given by the General Body shall be considered by the Council in its next meeting held after the
meeting of the General Body in which the advice was given.

32. Constitution and function of Advisory Committees.—(1) The Council may constitute Advisory
Committees if it is expedient for the discharge of its functions, to set up such Advisory Committees.

(2) Each Advisory Committee shall comprise experts on the issues for which the Advisory Committee has
been constituted.

(3) No expert of an Advisory Committee shall serve for a period of more than ten years on that Advisory
Committee.

(4) The Advisory Committees shall function in accordance with procedures that may be laid down by the
Council by bye-laws.

CHAPTER V
FUNCTIONS OF RECOGNIZED BODIES
33. Functions of recognized awarding bodies.—(1) A recognized awarding body shall,—

(a) comply with the conditions of recognition with respect to all qualifications or skills, including for
training of trainers with respect to which it has been recognized, at all times;

(b) accredit one or more training bodies for imparting vocational training including apprenticeship
training or recognition of prior learning, in accordance with the agreement for recognition;

(c) award certification to trainees who have been trained in an accredited training body, and examined
with respect to an affiliated qualification or skill by a recognized assessment agency;

(d)-monitor the functioning of training bodies as per the conditions of accreditation and the agreement
for recognition;

(e) cancel the accreditation of training bodies in cases of violation of the conditions of accreditation, in
the manner stated in the agreement granting recognition;
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(f) keep all personal information of trainees confidential and require accredited training bodies to do
the same, subject to the agreement granting recognition;

(g) set up a system of redressing grievances as per the agreement granting recognition;
(h) co-operate with the Council in any inspection, investigation or audit of its activities; and

(i) submit such information to skill related information providers as required under the agreement
granting recognition.

(2) A recognized awarding body may, —
(a) charge fees in respect of services provided by it;
(b) develop curriculum with respect to qualifications or skills in respect of which it is recognized;
(c) be recognized as an assessment agency, subject to guidelines framed by the Council;
(d) disseminate information regarding its activities to the general public; and
(e) create and submit qualification packages to the Council for approval.
(3) A recognized awarding body shall not,—

(a) use the brand or the logo of the Council in a manner not permitted by the agreement granting
recognition, including in regard to any unrecognized qualification or skill;

(b) represent to any person or group of persons that it is recognized with respect to a qualification or
skill, if recognition for such qualification or skill has not been granted to it; and

(c) impede or refuse to co-operate in any inspection or investigation undertaken by the Council.
(4) The Council shall incorporate any guidelines as per this paragraph into the agreement granting recognition.
34. Functions of recognized assessment agencies. —(1) A recognized assessment agency shall,—

(a) comply with the conditions of recognition with respect to all qualifications or skills with respect to
which it has been recognized, at all times;

(b) conduct assessments for a qualification or skill; as per the requirements specified in the agreement
granting recognition with respect to the assessment of such qualification or skill; record the results
of the assessment accurately, and communicate it to recognized bodies in the manner stated in the
agreement granting recognition;

(c) issue an acknowledgement of having conducted the assessment to a trainee after completing his or
her assessment with respect to a qualification or skill;

(d) develop methods, frameworks and tools for assessing a qualification or skill;

(e) keep all personal information of trainees confidential, subject to the agreement granting recognition;
(f) set up a system of redressing grievances as per the agreement granting recognition;

(g) co-operate with the Council in any inspection, investigation or audit of its activities; and

(h) submit such information to skill related information providers as required under the agreement
granting recognition.

(2) A recognized assessment agency may, —
(a) charge fees in respect of services provided by it;
(b) also berecognized as an awarding body, subject to guidelines framed by the Council; and
(c) disseminate information regarding its activities to the general public.

(3) A recognized assessment agency shall not—

(a) use the brand or the logo of the Council in a manner not permitted by the agreement granting
recognition, including in regard to any unrecognized qualification or skill;

(b) refuse to share the results of an assessment with the awarding body and trainee unless such refusal is
made under a clause in the agreement granting recognition that permits it to do so;

(c) disclose the contents of an assessment to be conducted by it, except as stated in the agreement
granting recognition;

(d) represent to any person or group of persons that it is recognized with respect to a qualification or
skill, if recognition for such qualification or skill has not been granted to it; and

(e) impede or refuse to co-operate in any inspection or investigation undertaken by the Council.
(4) The Council shall incorporate any guidelines as per this paragraph into the agreement granting recognition.
35. Functions of Skills University. —(1) A Skills University shall, —

(a) comply with any conditions of recognition of awarding bodies and assessment agencies applicable
to Skills University;

(b) provide training only for such qualifications for which it has obtained the necessary approvals from
the Council;

(c) develop and maintain the necessary infrastructure for providing training in the qualifications or
skills in respect of which it has been recognized;

(d) hire and maintain teaching personnel required to impart training in respect of the qualifications or
skills in respect of which it is recognized;

(e) comply with the conditions of recognition as per guidelines framed by the Council with regard to
research and developmental functions of Skills University;

(f) regularly monitor the performance of agents, training bodies, and other persons that perform any
functions on behalf of Skills Universities as per conditions specified in guidelines;

(g) maintain the confidentiality of personal information of trainees as per requirements specified in
guidelines;

(h) set up a system of redressing grievances as per the agreement granting recognition;
(i) co-operate with the Council in any inspection, investigation or audit of its activities; and

(j) submit such information to skill related information providers as required under the agreement
granting recognition.

(2) A Skills University may,—
(a) charge fees in respect of services provided by it;
(b) develop curriculum with respect to qualifications or skills in respect of which it is recognized;
(c) disseminate information regarding its activities to the general public; and
(d) create and submit qualification packages to the Council for approval.
(3) A recognized Skills Uniyersity shall not, —

(a) use the brand or the logo of the Council in a manner not permitted by the agreement granting
recognition, including in regard to any unrecognized qualification or skill;

(b) represent to any person or group of persons that it is recognized with respect to a qualification or
skill, if recognition for such qualification or skill has not been granted to it; and

(c) impede or refuse to co-operate in any inspection or investigation undertaken by the Council.
(4) The Council shall incorporate any guidelines as per this paragraph into the agreement granting recognition.

36. Functions of recognized skill related information providers. —(1) A recognized skill related
information provider shall, —

(a) maintain recognition with the Council at all times;

(b) collect and publish information regarding recognized bodies, training bodies and trainees on a
publicly accessible electronic platform;

(c) enter into agreements with recognized bodies for the collection and sharing of information;

(d) create systems for the authentication and authorization of persons who submit or publish
information on the publicly accessible electronic platform;

(e) create systems by which consumer of the services can report errors or mistakes in the information
published by it;

(f) set up a system of redressing grievances as per the agreement for recognition;
(g) clearly indicate any information that it collects from a source other than a recognized body; and
(h) co-operate with the Council in any inspection, investigation or audit of its activities.
(2) A recognized skill related information provider may,—
(a) charge fees from consumer of the services in respect of services provided by it; and
(b) disseminate information regarding its activities to the general public.
(3) A recognized skill related information provider shall not,—

(a) publish information that a recognized body is otherwise required to keep confidential, unless the
agreement for recognition permits it to do so;

(b) use the brand or the logo of the Council in a manner not permitted by the agreement granting
recognition; and

(c) impede or refuse to co-operate in any inspection or investigation undertaken by the Council.
(4) The Council shall incorporate any guidelines as per this paragraph into the agreement granting recognition.
CHAPTER VI
FUND

37. Fund of the Council.— (1) There shall be formed afund, to be called the fund of the Council to which
shall be credited —

(a) all grants made to the Council by the Central Government;
(b) all fees received by the Council; and
(c) all sums received by the Council from any other sources.
(2) The fund shall be applied for meeting the expenses of —
(a) salaries, allowances and other remuneration of Members and employees of the Council;
(b) incurred by the Council for discharge of its functions; and
(c) incurred by the Council in furthering the objectives of the Council.
(3) The Council may levy fees on regulated entities for discharge of its functions.

(4) The Council shall make bye-laws relating to structure of fees to be levied and collected, and the manner of
collecting such fees.

(5) In making bye-laws on fees, the Council shall, —
(a) prepare draft bye-laws considering the long-term interest of the skill development sector;
(b) publish the draft bye-laws for public comments;
(c) consider the comments received from the public, and may prepare a revised draft of bye-laws;
(d) submit the draft bye-laws to the Central Government for approval; and

(e) make suitable changes to bye-laws based on the advise, if any, received from the Central
Government.
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(6) The Council, in levying fees shall take into consideration one or more of the following factors, as may be
relevant, namely: —

(a) the nature, scope and size of business carried out by the recognised bodies;
(b) the requirement that the levy of fees does not constrain competition;

(c) the requirement that the levy of fees is not disproportionate to the costs likely to be incurred by the
Council in discharging the functions for which the fees will be levied; and

(d) the financial requirements of the Council.
38. Grants from the Central Government.— (1) The Central Government may give grants to the Council.
(2) The Council shall, —

(a) prepare an annual budget;

(b) calculate the expected shortfall in the budget after accounting for the fees it is likely to receive from
recognized bodies and any other income; and

(c) submit the budget along with the demand for grant and a schedule for release of the grant to the
Central Government.

(3) After considering the demand for grant from the Council, the Central Government may allocate a grant to
the Council.

(4) If the amount of grant is less than the demand made by the Council, the Council may prepare a revised
budget and submit a revised schedule for release of grants.

39. Accounts and audit.—(1) The Council shall maintain proper accounts and other relevant records and
prepare an annual statement of accounts in such form as may be specified by the Central Government in
consultation with Comptroller and Auditor General of India.

(2) The accounts of the Council shall be audited by the Comptroller and Auditor-General of India or any other
Government auditor in accordance with the provisions of the extant rules and any expenditure incurred by
audit team in connection with such audit shall be payable by the Council to the Comptroller and Auditor-
General of India or such Government Auditor.

(3) The Comptroller and Auditor-General of India‘and any person appointed in connection with the audit of
the accounts of the Council shall have the same rights, privileges and authority in connection with such audit
as the Comptroller and Auditor-General of India has in connection with the audit of the Government accounts
and, in particular shall have the rights to demand the production of books, accounts, connected vouchers and
other documents and papers and to inspect the offices of the Council.

(4) The accounts of the Council as certified by the Government Auditor together with the audit report thereon
shall be forwarded annually to the Central Government along with their observations.

(5) The audit by the Government Auditor shall not include an audit of performance of the Council.

(6) The Council shall preserve such records for such period of time and in such manner as the Central
Government may determine in this regard.

CHAPTER VII
MISCELLANEOUS

40. Annual report of Council.— The Council shall prepare an annual report in such form which contains the
full account of the activities of the Council during the financial year immediately preceding the financial year
in which such report is prepared and send the copies of such report to the Central Government.

41. Annual report to be laid before Parliament.— The Central Government shall cause the annual report of
the Council after its receipt to be laid before each House of Parliament.

42. The National Skills Qualification Committee, housed at National Skill Development Agency and the
National Council for Vocational Training shall continue to perform their respective functions, under the
National Council for Vocational Education and Training, for not more than 180 days, from the constitution of
the Council.
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43. The current office of the National Skill Development Agency with its existing manpower and sanctioned
strength shall stand transferred to and form the nucleus for staffing the National Council for Vocational
Education and Training.

44. This Resolution shall come into force from the date of publication in the Official Gazette. The Ministry of
Labour Resolution No. TR/EP-24/56, dated 21st/24th August, 1956 and subsequent amendments hereto and
Ministry of Finance (Department of Economic Affairs) notification No. 14/27/2012-EC, dated 6™ J une, 2013,
shall stand superseded, except as respects things done or omitted to be done before such supersession, from
the date of coming into force of this Resolution.
